Mercy to deliver their soul from death and to keep them alive in the famine (Psalm
33:18,19). King David said: “I have been young and now am old; Yet | have not
seen the righteous forsaken, nor his descendants begging bread; He is ever merciful and lends,
And his descendants are blessed.”

Do accordingly as God has instruct us to do (Judges 7:17)
